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| doubt many of us need reminding of how lucky we all are to live in this quite beautiful cor-
ner of one of England’s most pleasant counties. We have the enviable advantage that, quite
literally, within yards of our houses we can be in fresh air and pristine countryside. We can,
at the ‘doffing of a cap’ exercise ours rights as English folk to walk ourselves and our dogs
on the highways, byways, and public areas as many times as we like. These rights have
been around since before the Magna Carta, and long may this remain so.

However, like all the rights we enjoy, this ‘right to roam’ comes with some responsibilities,
succinctly enshrined in the Countryside Code. Most of it is obvious and well observed by the
clear majority of us, such as keeping to marked footpaths, closing farm gates, keeping dogs
on a lead near farm animals etc. Unfortunately, one of the responsibilities outlined in the
Countryside Code does seem to be slipping some people’s memories around Stanton and
Hine Heath, namely Dog Poop!

The Countryside Code quotes:

Everyone knows how unpleasant dog mess is and it can cause infections, so always clean
up after your dog and get rid of the mess responsibly - ‘bag it and bin it’. Make sure your
dog is wormed regularly to protect it, other animals and people.

The Parish Council is starting to receive complaints of Dog Poop being regularly left right
outside people’s houses, and dogs being allowed to poop on the graves in Stanton Church
Yard. We implore you to Please, Please show more consideration for our community and
environment.

Imagine how you would feel if dogs pooped outside your house, and your children / grand-
children stepped or fell in to it? Imagine how you would feel if a dog pooped on the grave of
one of your nearest and dearest? | know Dog Poop is bio-degradable, but only after days not
seconds. If your Dogs Poop seems to vanish from your regular spot, maybe somebody else is
having to clean up after you.

It's not difficult or expensive, please ‘bag it and bin it'.....

The Parish Council has provided Dog Waste bins where the Shropshire Way meets Harcourt
Mill Lane, at the Play Area and by the Parish Council noticeboard in High Hatton. Another
one is planned for near the Church boundary wall.
